Injury Prevention Program at Cincinnati Children’s Hospital: Brief Synopsis of Programs

Child Passenger Safety:  Cincinnati Children’s offers a multifaceted program which includes an in-house component for low income families and a community program, including the coordination of over 46 fitting stations at fire, policy and health departments for parents to receive help on car seat installation.  Additional aspects include community training, partnership with the Cincinnati Childbirth Education Association and Child Passenger Safety Training for School Bus Drivers for handicapped children.   New initiatives include a comprehensive booster seat program.   A special needs car seat program in cooperation with Caring Services Southwestern Ohio (formerly Easter Seals) provides loaner restraints for children with special health care transportation needs.      

Faith Based: For many years, Cincinnati Children’s has incorporated faith-based programs - one for the Hispanic population and another for the African American population – into their injury prevention program. A safety curriculum and program implementation was done throughout the churches in the community.  Educational curriculum, along with children’s books for the Hispanic population was developed. 
Other programs include:  bike safety program, community health fairs and involvement / leadership with the Safe Kids Coalition.
